Wright documented his work with the
location and the exact date on which the drawing was made. He also took pains to render artistic details
including individual bricks and the placement and number of doors and windows. The information given is
so accurate and specific that we are able to locate this house today on Waggoner’'s Gap Road in Alinda,
Pennsylvania.
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
